1 Head Piece
1 Neck Piece
1 Torso Piece
1 Skirt
1 Set of Saturnite Booties

Place the neck piece on over your head, 
followed by the head piece.

Locate the nude leotard and put on first. 
Women: place over regular 
undergarments.
